John14:1-7  

"Do not let your hearts be troubled. Trust in God; trust also in me. In my Father's house 

are many rooms; if it were not so, I would have told you. I am going there to prepare a 

place for you. And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come back and take you to 

be with me that you also may be where I am. You know the way to the place where I 

am going."Thomas said to him, "Lord, we don't know where you are going, so how can 

we know the way?"Jesus answered, "I am the way and the truth and the life. No 

one comes to the Father except through me. If you really knew me, you would know my 

Father as well. From now on, you do know him and have seen him."

It was the Faith they showed God by Obeying.  

 Hebrew 10:4 It is impossible for the blood of bulls and goats to take 

away sins. The offering was a way to make them realize they were sinners.  



And we must first realize we are sinners. The law and the commandments 

were given to us not to punish us but to help us realize we are sinners. I 

constantly challenge myself to look in the mirror that the commandments 

provide. Oh and I don’t like what I see. But I know that the faith I have that I 

believe in my heart that the blood that Jesus shed on that cross will make 

atonement for my sin.
